Lesson Plan
Title: Darkroom Manipulations

Length: 50 minutes

As an artist we are always trying to find our personal style and create photographs using this style. While you are trying to discover your photographer style you try out some new manipulations in the darkroom. These become an experiment that you will then share with your class/community so they can learn from the new things you have tried. 



	Concepts:

	Action to motivate/Inquiry Questions:

Be specific about what you will say and do to motivate students and get them thinking and ready to participate. Be aware of the varying range of learning styles/intelligences of your students. 	Ideation/Inquiry: 

Ideation is the creative process of generating, developing, and communicating new ideas, where an idea is understood as a basic element of thought that can be visual, concrete or abstract. 	Experimentation- Split students in to groups to try a process and then show and tell at the end

When demonstrating processes students are asked to write down possibilities and how they could use the process


	Procedures:

3. Make a note to students!

· It is great to experiment when working but all decisions should be intentional. Make artistic decisions and be responsible for your art.

· Remember mistakes are chances to learn and grow from so don’t be discouraged. It’s ok to ask for help. Try, Try, and Try again! Have fun!
4. Darkroom demos

-Toning

· Need a Matte paper and toning solution.

· Use gloves when doing

· Start with a printed, washed, and dried image.

· Place in brewed tea, or coffee to give it a brown tint.

· Check periodically and take out when you feel it has reached your desired look.

-Scratch/drawing on the negative

· Using a sharpie or paper clip or needles students can directly scratch or draw on a negative that they can then print in the enlarger.
· Important! If you alter the negative you can’t get the original image back!

-Hand tint

· Using special photo paper inks students can add color to a black and white image.
· Start by using a paint brush or q-tip to pick up ink.

· Lightly add it to your image to build up color.

· If something doesn’t work out, you can always wash your picture to clean off the color.

-Solarization

· Find proper exposure for an image.

· Put it into the developer for about 30 seconds.

· Then either take out or leave in the paper and expose the paper to light again using a flash light or something of this sort.

· Then finish rest of development time and put paper through the rest of the chemicals like normal.

5. Now students will have to opportunity to use any of the dark room manipulation techniques to create ONE piece of artwork. They can work in groups or individually. Must try and have something to present to the class at the end of the period.

6. At the end of the class period we will bring everyone together and show what we made during work time.
· Students will have to guess what processes the students used. 

· What do they like or not like about the piece.

· Have the artist talk about any discoveries they had or problems that they may or may not of solved and how.

7. If there is time have students do a ticket out the door saying which process they liked learning about most and why. 
· What might you use in the future?


	Learning - Students will... i.e.: brainstorm to generate ideas; describe detail to develop observation skills, etc.  (Be specific about what will be the intended result of the instruction as it relates to learning.)
1. Students will be recalling prior knowledge on darkroom manipulations.
2. Students will be taking notes on darkroom manipulation techniques so they can brainstorm ideas for their next project.
3. Students will be reminded to be intentional with their artwork.

4. Students will be observing different technique they can then use later in the class period.

5. Students will be practicing making art using one or more of the darkroom manipulation techniques talked about in class.

6. Students will be reflecting on each other’s artwork and identifying techniques that other students used in their artwork.

7. Students will be reflecting on which technique they liked most to give them potential ideas for the future.
